On behalf of Board of Directors of the Bank, it is my pleasure to report the operating performance for the half year ended September 30, 
2017. A snapshot of the performance (standalone results) is as under:

Operating Performance
•	 Bank’s Total Income during April-Sept, 2017 increased by 2.80% y-o-y and stood at ` 24,594 crore in H1 FY 18. Net Interest Income 

increased by 4.81% y-o-y and stood at ` 7,125 crore. Other Income increased by 9.38% on y-o-y basis to ` 3,288 crore.
•	 Total Expenses during April-Sept, 2017 stood at ̀  18,905 crore. Interest expenses were marginally higher by 0.42% at ̀  14,181 crore 

as compared to corresponding period last year. The operating expenses were controlled with growth of 6.32% and stood at ` 4,724 
crore. 

•	 Bank’s operating profit stood at ̀  5,690 crore for the half-year ended September 30, 2017 as against ̀  5,360 crore for the corresponding 
period of last year registering an increase of 6.16% driven by growth both in interest and fee income. This is the highest operating profit 
registered by the Bank till date in a half year.

•	 Bank recorded net profit of ` 559 crore for half-year ended September 30, 2017 as against `976 crore for the half-year ended 
September 30, 2016 due to higher provisioning requirement on NPAs.

•	 Bank’s Net Interest Margin (NIM) stood at 2.21% for the half year ended September 30, 2017 as against 2.27% during half year ended  
September 30, 2016. During the quarter ended September 30, 2017, it has shown an improving trend with the steps taken by Bank 
like controlling cost of funds, improvement in credit growth, focus on asset quality management etc. Accordingly, NIM improved to 
2.31% in Q2 FY 18 from 2.12% during previous quarter. Similarly the Cost to Income Ratio also improved to 44.26% in Q2FY18 from 
46.57% last quarter.

•	 Return on Assets (RoA) of the Bank was at 0.16% (annualised) for the half year ended September 30, 2017. During the half year, 
Return on Equity (ROE) was 3.65% (annualised).

Business Performance
•	 Bank’s net global credit stood at ` 3,87,302 crore as on September 30, 2017 as against ` 3,54,150 crore  as on September 30, 2016 

registering an increase  of 9.36% on y-o-y basis. Domestic net credit registered y-o-y growth of 13.81% driven by retail loans growth of 
25.49% and within retail loans, home loan growth of 34.11%.

•	 Bank’s global deposits increased by 2.76% from ` 5,67,531 crore as on September 30, 2016 to ` 5,83,212 crore as on September 30, 
2017. Domestic deposits at ` 4,47,593 crore had a healthy growth of 10.58 %. Low cost CASA deposits registered a robust growth of 
26.71% on y-o-y basis. Percentage of CASA deposits to total domestic deposits as at September 30, 2017 was 39.22% up from 34.23% 
as at September 30, 2016. 

•	 As a result, global business of the Bank increased by 5.30% (y-o-y) to ` 9,70,514 crore as on September 30, 2017 from ` 9,21,681 
crore as on September 30, 2016. As on September 30, 2017, Bank’s business from international operations contributed 24.98% to its 
total business.

Asset Quality
•	 Gross NPA ratio of the Bank declined from 11.35% in September 30, 2016 to 11.16% as on September 30, 2017. The net NPA ratio 

also declined from 5.46% to 5.05% during corresponding period. 
•	 In absolute terms, gross non-performing assets increased from ` 42,949 crore as on September 30, 2016 to ` 46,307 crore as on 

September 30, 2017 and net non-performing assets in absolute terms increased marginally during the corresponding period from ` 
19,342 crore to ` 19,573 crore. 

•	 Bank’s Provision Coverage Ratio (PCR) improved to 67.18% as on September 30, 2017 from 62.95% as on September 30, 2016. 
PCR excluding TWO improved to 57.73% from 54.97% during the corresponding period.

Capital Adequacy
•.	 Bank’s Capital to Risk-weighted Assets Ratio (CRAR) continued to remain above regulatory requirements and stood at 11.64% (under 

Basel III) as on September 30, 2017. While Tier- 1 Capital ratio was at 9.61%, the Core Tier-1 (CET-1) ratio was at 8.39%.
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Transformation Journey of the Bank
In our communication in the Annual Report of the Bank for the year ended 31.03.2017, we had mentioned about the comprehensive business 
transformation journey undertaken by the Bank under “Project Navoday”.  The exercise centred on 5 key dimensions viz. 
•	 Transform and grow ’core’ business units (retail, corporate, MSME, agri & rural and the international) while managing the stressed assets
•	 Building the capability for future (new products like supply chain financing, cash management, digital, wealth management and 

centralisation of core operations/processes at a central shared service center at Gift City, Gandhinagar)
•	 ’Nurture’ the organisation and ‘unleash’ the talent pool through dedicated leadership and talent initiatives.
•	 ’Embed change’ through focus on execution and capability building
•	 Building new alliances 
Bank has made steady progress on  these transformation initiatives and the impact of these could be seen in business as well as improved 
operating performance.  In the corporate banking, Bank has clearly defined target markets; target account plans in place at major centres; 
reduced the number of layers for faster turnaround time and put in place team of sector specialists at the corporate office.  Similarly to impart 
thrust on growing the retail business, customer segmentation has been finalised; beginning made by offering customised investment solutions 
for which first batch of investment counsellors and over 125 wealth relationship managers have been on-boarded; tab-banking for opening 
deposit accounts launched in Mumbai and Pune etc. To strengthen the retail assets franchise, Bank has fixed its processes by centralizing 
mortgage loan processing for five geographies; introduced credit bureau score based pricing and commissioned a dedicated collection centre 
for retail loans. During the half year, Bank also launched its integrated supply chain finance solution with fully digitized transaction process 
capability.  After entering into an agreement with leading e-commerce player Amazon India, Bank commenced financing to sellers on the 
platform. On the digital front, Bank opened number of digital only branches and lobbies. Digitization of existing records has been undertaken 
on large scale to move towards paperless branches. The existing mobile banking app has been revamped. The Bank’s main core banking 
platform has been migrated to upgraded Finacle 10.x version. In the Fin-tech space, Bank has forged 20+ partnerships across FS spectrum.  
The Bank's operating architecture is being revamped through digitisation of processes and centralization of operations at a central shared 
service centre (SSC) at Gift City, Gandhinagar.  While a large number of operational activities like retail loan processing, liability account 
opening, forex transactions, call centre, etc. have been migrated in part / full, the migration of the remaining activities is progressing as per 
plan.  This will strengthen the efficiency and control environment of Bank’s operations.
To build gen-next capability, Bank has implemented a comprehensive leadership development initiative named “WeLead” for all cadre of 
officers in four leadership programmes depending on the scale, with an objective of building a robust and sustainable pipeline of leaders for 
the future.  The Bank has  also commenced strengthening its performance management system as a part of “Sparsh Plus” project aided by 
best in class technology and digital tools. 
The above gives a list of some of the initiatives while a number of other initiatives are under various stages of implementation. The seeds of 
transformation have begun to germinate and we are marching on our path to make the Bank as modern and contemporary Bank.
Outlook for the Future
Last couple of years have been challenging for Indian banks; the main challenges being steep rise in NPLs and stressed assets impacting  
profitability and capital adequacy, slow pace of resolution of these  assets, subdued private investment and thus weak investment demand, 
low credit growth and challenges from digital and fintech players. The government has undertaken number of structural measures to revive 
the economy and the banking system. The demonetization has led to huge fillip to the formal financial savings into the banking system.  
The implementation of GST is the biggest tax reform undertaken by independent India which has replaced the complex multiple indirect tax 
structure from July 1, 2017.  To address the asset quality issues of the banks, the government enacted Insolvency and Bankruptcy Code 
(IBC) which seeks to consolidate the existing framework by creating a single law for insolvency and bankruptcy. RBI has been empowered 
to mandate commercial banks to initiate resolution proceedings under IBC in their individual stressed loans. The recent recapitalization 
programme announced by the government attempts to address the issue of capital constraints in the environment of inability of banks to 
generate organic capital  for addressing the asset quality issues and for credit growth.
Realising the need for addressing the structural issues in the Bank at an early stage itself  for ensuring that current issues impacting the 
industry are addressed to avoid  their recurrence, we initiated the transformational journey in 2016 itself to comprehensively revamp our 
systems and processes to build a modern and contemporary full service universal Bank.  This is a long journey but the initial impact of the 
steps taken and detailed earlier is already visible.  Bank has now moved to growth path in its chosen areas and has been able to improve its 
operating performance and  posted its highest ever operating profit for the half year ended September 30, 2017. 
The resolution proceedings at NCLT in number of stressed accounts, both initiated by banks on their own and mandated by RBI coupled with 
the recapitalization programme announced by the government have generated confidence  in the market players about the visibility of end 
of stressed asset and capital issues of the public sector banks. With a higher provision coverage against the stressed assets, Bank is well 
poised to benefit from the emerging environment. 
In the above scenario, with Bank moving on its carved out growth trajectory and with various strategic initiatives under the Bank’s transformation 
programme aimed at enhancing shareholder’s value by focusing on the key dimensions identified, we are confident that Bank will progress 
well and surpass the expectations of  its stakeholders.
We look forward to your continued support and goodwill.
